Aside from presentation and writing skills, students will also partake in research exercises, as well as workshops in confidence-
building and material preparation as supplementary in delivering effective presentations in both in-class and online settings.
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BB Academic writing & presentation
This class is composed of English Writing and English Presentation
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Students will develop writing skills so that they make a presentation in English. For the aim, the course is designed for students to gain skills such as how to think in the preparatory stage of the presentation, to organize the structure including Introduction, Body, Conclusion, phrases that express your opinion briefly, conjunctions to create a smooth flow, and how to design presentation materials.
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Give individual or group presentations in English based on one's and ing of the basic ion structure, strategies, and techniques.
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1. Learn the process of structuring a presentation through writing exercises and speech practices. (%1,3,5,6,9,10El)
2. Understand each part of the presentation structure, and be able to write them out using graphic organizers and outlines.(24,7,11,14,15[8])
3. Know keywords and expressions that are helpful in making meaning of one's thoughts and ideas. (%2,5,8,9,13[l)
4. Write sentences using transition words .(%3,4,6,7,8,10,11,14,15[])
5. Understand and practice the importance of non-verbal queues (posture, eye contact, voice modulation, gestures).(51,3,4,6,7,8,9,12,13,14,15[)
6. Incorporate proper ways in making presentation materials such as photos, PowerPoint texts and animations.(£4,7,8,9,10,11,12,13,14,15[])
7. Give a presentation based on the topic of choice. (&4,7,11,14,15[])
8. Be aware of pronunciation and intonation of words and sentences. (54,7,11,14,15(])
9. Give feedback through peer review.(554,7,11,14,15[@])
10. Use feedback received to improve one's performance.(#4,7,11,14,15[1)
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Students must take English V alongside this course.
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Lesson topics and material may change depending on the class level and progress made in the lesson. Those changes and more detailed information will be announced in class.
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Students are allowed to use a mobile phone to search for English words and expressions to catch up with the lessons; however, if instructors find that students are browsing unrelated websites, exchanging messages, or doing any other activity which disturbs the class, students could get a warning or even a lower assessment score. The same guideline applies to laptops.
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Students must complete homework and assignment by their deadline, which will be announced in class.

It is necessary to finish uncompleted tasks, such as writing drafts and scripts, at home. It is also highly encouraged to practice before the assigned presentation date, which will be announced in class as well.
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If students are absent or late, it becomes their responsibility to confirm i or other material covered in the missed class. Being absent or late is no excuse for incomplete work.
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In this course, most exercises will involve the four core language skills: reading, writing, speaking, and listening. A variety of interactive activities will be employed as well. Students must actively participate in each activity and cooperate with each other to complete the exercises.
